Sādhu, Sādhu anumodāmi!
Good, good, I appreciate!

Okāsa! Dvārattena kataṁ sabbaṁ accayaṁ khamatha me Bhante
Forgive me, oh Bhante, of any ofences I may have commited by body, speech, or mind.

(Bhantes: Kamāmi kamitabbaṁ)
I forgive

Okāsa khamāmi Bhante!
I ask for forgiveness, oh Bhante!

Dutyam’pi okāsa khamāmi Bhante!
For a second tme, I ask forgiveness, oh Bhante!

Tatyam’pi okāsa khamāmi Bhante!
For a third tme, I ask forgiveness, oh Bhante!
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
